UIAA-ISMC Athlete Representatives

1/. Representation aim:
The UIAA-ISMC athlete representative’s aim is to give the athlete point of view in front of the UIAA-ISMC rule commission.

2/. Role and aims

The representative is a link between the active athlete and the UIAA-ISMC rule commission.


The representative can:

a) propose and give his or her  views

b) propose and give advice

c) give his or her opinion

d) do recommendations

e) see or

f) give information or opinions

to the UIAA-ISMC rule commission in every field connected with Ski Mountaineering as a sport.

As every UIAA-ISMC commission, the representatives have no independent legal statutes.

The representatives have no part to play in:

· nomination steps

· selection dispute

· front of the disciplinary anti-doping commissions for example

· front of any court, if it concerns an athlete.

3/. Composition
The composition of the UIAA-ISMC athlete representatives is as follows.

 The representatives are:

· two members elected (a man or a woman) during the World Ski Mountaineering Competitions by the athletes who participate to these World Ski Mountaineering Competitions.

4/. Eligibility
The final date to stand at the election will be the day of the Opening Ceremonies of the World Competitions 8:00 pm. Every member of the UIAA-ISMC association can submit one or more men and women. The applications will be sent or given to the ISMC general secretary (ismc@uiaa.ch) by an official mail of the association or written right there.

To be elected, you must:

· belong to the ISMC  senior category of the current year.
In case of members elected, participate to the World Competitions of the election year.

The election of the athlete representatives must be held in such a way that:

1. Candidate’s names must be officially published as soon as the end of the applications

2. Every candidate will have two days to convince the athletes of his or her application validity.

3. When voting, candidates’ names must be written on a voting form

4. One athlete and only one by country (man or woman) is allowed to vote. He or she will have to come to the polling station with his or her identity card or passport. The voter will have to elect one male athlete and one female athlete, putting his male ballot paper in the male ballot box, and the female ballot paper in the female ballot box. In front of the country corresponding to his or her nationality, he or she will have to sign to prove his or her vote.

5. Votes by proxy or by mail won’t be allowed.

Voting will take place for two days after the end of applications, on the place, at the date and at the time the UIAA-ISMC president will consider to be favourable to a high turnout at the polls of the athletes.

However voting must take place after the Opening Ceremony and before the Closing Ceremony of the World Ski Mountaineering Competitions.

Following the eligibility conditions, the candidate who has received the more votes will be elected as the athlete representatives. If equality, the youngest candidates will be elected.

The UIAA-ISMC president will announce the election result one hour after the end of the vote, with an official message, at the beginning of the briefing course.

5/. Term
Everyone elected at the time of the World Competitions will take his or her post as soon as the voting results are declared and will quit his or her post the day the following vote will be declared, that is to say, two seasons later.
