6. Nomination and selection of winners

«Lofoten WoMen»

The winner will be selected by the board of judges. The female climber that shows the most technical and female ascent style in accordance with the evaluation concept of Lofoten WoMen Festival will be the winner. The Lofoten WoMen nomination is based on individual achievements and takes into consideration the amount of ascents every participant made and the complexity of ascents. 

First prize in the individual competition 

The winner is selected in accordance with the evaluation method of Lofoten WoMen Festifal. 
Prize for the strongest and most balanced female team 

The prize will be awarded to the team that made the most difficult and technical ascent to one of the Lofoten summits. The amount of mistakes and the best line picked up on the route will be taken into consideration when selecting among the most difficult ascents. 

Other prizes can be defined.
