The main goal of this youth climbing and trekking camp is climbers from all around the Word to come to Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia, on the coast of the beautiful Ohrid Lake where they can climb, trek and swim. The camp offer climbing in the mystic canyon of “Zli Dol”, trekking to the mountain “Galichica” top (2540m) and swimming in the pearly Lake.
Date: 21 – 27 June 2010 
Place: Ohrid Lake, Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia. Lake under protection of UNESCO. 
Accommodation: Camp site “Gradiste”. Sleeping in tents. Organiser will provide the tents. 2 people per tent.  
Food: All meals and lunch packs are provided by the event organiser.
Participants: Young people from 16 to 30 year old. Participants should lead climb at a minimum of 6a French grade. They must be able to tie in sagely, thread anchors at the top of climbs, lead and top rope belay. We will be offering places to maximum of 6 participants per country Federation.
Participants younger than 18 year old must be accompanied by an adult Climber/coach, who is able to look after them during this meet,
Equipment: climbing harness, climbing shoes, chalk bag, climbing helmet, rope (60m), belay device and 15 quick draws (UIAA standard/CEN). Sun glasses & cream, waterproof, sleeping bag, Kari mat, head torch, climbing clothing and wash kit, water bottle, any personal medication.  
Insurance: Participants should get themselves insurance for accident, rescue, third party liability and travel which is valid for participating in the programme of climbing and trekking. This cover note of insurance should be presented to the organisers on arrival. 
Entry visas: If your representatives need to obtain entry visas to Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia please confirm their names and passport numbers to the contact emails as soon as possible as Visa processing is a very lengthy process. 
Price: 200 EUR per participant, payable on arrival to the organiser. Accommodation, full board, leading and organisational costs included.
Registration deadline: 20 of June 2010. Deadline for visa application 1 June 2010.
Meeting point: Camping “Gradiste”. Registration desk for all participants will be in the camp, opened at 21th of June, until 24.00h.
