Based on age category (12-15y or 16-18y) and experience. Beginners: 6 persons; Experienced: up to 8 persons. Mixed gender groups will be preferred.

The groups will be formed and communicated by the organizers after registration. A total of 8 groups will be done.
Experience:
We will make every effort to make groups of climbers with a similar level of experience. The decision of the course leaders on admission to the course and group level is final (beginners, moderate, experienced, etc.)
Technical Level standards:
Belaying and knot skills are mandatory minimum. Technical climbing skills are not required, but will be an advantage. 
Equipment:
14 years and older can use adult equipment. For beginners or for kids under 14 lighter ice axes are recommended. 

The equipment rental is included in the participation fee. An Identity Card will be required as deposit for the equipment.
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This event is part of the UIAA Youth Commission Programme, which offers international camps, expeditions, treks and courses for young mountaineers and climbers under 30. For more information visit:
